The above-mentioned representatives are expected to perform the following
functions:

1. Monitor/Facilitate all received FOI related requests either from the DSWD FOI
Decision Maker (FDM) or directly from Requesting Party on behalf of the
DSWD OBS and Field Offices.

2. Conduct the initial evaluation, whether to grant, deny, or transmit the request
to the requesting party if there is uncertainty on the confidentiality and
privileged access of the request or if the information is not maintained.

3. Ensure monitoring of timeliness of locating/retrieval of information to respond
to the FOI Request within ten (10) working days upon receipt of request.

4. If requested information needs more time to retrieve, inform the request?ng
party or the FRO, in writing, for an extension not exceeding ten (10) working

days.
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5. If the requested information needs further assessment and/or situated in the
Central Office, forward such to the DSWD FDM.

6. Transmit the information signed by the Regional Director to the Requesting
Party or DSWD FDM (if request is from the Central Office).

7. Submit Registry and Summary Report to the FOI Receiving Officer (FRO)
every 7th day working day after each quarter.
